STATUS OF WOMEN – SERVICE
After looking at the District Report on club activities it is evident that in 6 of the 7 categories we are well above average in our service to the community in regard to members hours of service and money contributed in relation to our membership numbers.  It is only in the category of “legal support and advocacy” that we have no direct input. So WELL DONE to us.

2000 birthing kits have been ordered and we will have an assembly day at Blue Care on Sunday 3 August.

 Pam T-S is snowed under with her interest commitments plus being our treasurer so I will be organising the Banksia Bursaries for 2008.

We have received a request from RAaFTS (Relationship Assistance and Family Therapy Service) to give financial support so that 16 women can do an EMPOWER self defense and self esteem course related to violence against women.  The course will be run by Tony Deckers who is a qualified instructor/ examiner of Ti Aikido. It will be 2 hours in duration and be held Early August. We are being asked to contribute $301.72 to pay for the instructor for the 16 women, people to mind their children and some pizzas to feed the kids. 

At the June dinner meeting you will be asked to vote on a motion to allocate the money to help these 16 women to do a self defense course which will increase their confidence, help their moral and help them with anger management.

After careful consideration of the ZI awards in YWPA, Amelia Earhart and Jane Klausman, the Board has decided to recommend to members at the June dinner meeting that we consider offering a Jane Klausman award for 2009.  Candidates should be living in the Caboolture area. The suggest prize amount is $1000. The JK award would involve girls studying at a university level, which hopefully would be easier for our members to manage than trying to deal with the high schools. We will need 3 members to organise the competition and 3 to be the judges. We can only do this if people are willing to do the work to put this thing together.
 At the June dinner meeting you will be asked to consider if our club should do this award and if you are willing to help. If those answers are positive then you will be asked to agree on the amount to be given in prize money.

Our June dinner meeting night is a special night for my Michael as he is being installed as Master (President) of one of his Masonic lodges. Therefore I will NOT be at the June dinner meeting. Yes I know I’ve been very slack lately – but fingers crossed I will see you at the July dinner meeting and before that at our theater afternoon for Busting Out as I’m helping Patricia with the afternoon tea.

Date for the Orchid Show at Mt Cootha Botanical Gardens is the weekend 28/29 June. Some of the proceeds will go to the Cancer support group at Caboolture – which we supply with breast cushions. 
The following is from Julie who is a members of the Birthing kit foundation. I asked her if there was some way people could help other than doing up the kits and here is her reply. I have told her how to get a website built for free by Uni Honour students.
  
Just letting you know we are still working on how other Zonta members can be involved in this project.

We have not yet come up with a firm list of ideas.

It has been a busy month as we needed to finalise our proposal to AusAID for next years $200,000 in funding which we have just received. This takes about 50 hours of work and is somewhat consuming as it has to be precise.

Some that spring to mind are -

	We need members with grant application skills - even money for computers, funding for specialist assistance with OAGDS, funding for PR banners etc etc. It would be great to have at least one set of these in each state for major fundraising events - they travel poorly.



	2. 
	We need assistance in getting OAGDS for tax deductibility - a huge job but so important



	3. 
	Any members with PR and fundraising skills to take us to the next level as we need another $72,000 after our Zonta clubs have made their assembly day contributions. Members with contacts who may support us financially. TV contacts - Newspaper contacts etc



	4. 
	Website skills to make our website more interactive

	5. 
	Members who are travelling to a country and can visit a clinic we work with who may be able to take kits with them.



	6. 
	Members with midwifery or nursing training who would like to help at some clinics. - they would need to pay all their own expenses.



	7. 
	Members who would like to do voluntary work in some countries where we have projects who could possibly evaluate our projects. e.g. Kenya, Madagascar, Malawi, and the list goes on.
