INDIGENOUS  WOMEN 
 
*  Indigenous women are 12 times more likely to be the victim/survivor 
of assaults than non-indigenous women. 
 
* They are 35 times more likely to be hospitalised for injuries caused by 
assault  by family members than other Australian women. 
 
* Indigenous women are 3 times more likely to experience sexual 
violence than non-indigenous women. 
 
* A study of 50 indigenous female prisoners in NSW found that 75% 
were victims of child sexual abuse, just under half had been sexually 
assaulted as adults, and 80% were victims of family violence. 
 
* Indigenous females are five times more likely to be victims of 
homicide than non-Indigenous females. 
 
* The federal government announced its third action plan to reduce 
violence against women and children in indigenous communities. See 
http://www.dss.gov.au/women/programs-services/reducing-
violence/the-national-plan-to-reduce-violence-against-women-and-
their-children-2010-2022   (National  Priority Area 2 refers).
