That day some strange men come to his school – Madame Mao’s cultural delegates, they are looking for young peasants to mould into faithful guards of Chairman Mao’s great vision for China.

Li Cunxin was born in 1961 in the New Village Li Commune, ear the city of Qingdao on the coast of north-east China.

This is the story of how one moment in time, by the thinnest thread of chance changed the course of a small boy’s life in ways that are beyond description.

He was chosen by Madame Mao’s cultural advisors to become a student at the Beijing Dance Academy.  After a summer school in America, for which he was one of only two students chosen, he defected to the West and became a principal dancer for the Houston Ballet.
