Anthea Watson

I grew up in a small suburb of Sydney called Denistone.  I was spoilt in this respect because it was a lovely, leafy suburb that was only 2 mins walk to the train or bus, had not too many shops, great bike paths and a hospital just up the road.  The only down side was the numerous steep hills (we lived halfway up one) which meant jogging always started with going DOWN the street, and missing the bus to school meant walking 5 kms and started with walking UP the hill.  However, the view over the city from the top of the street made up for it.
And I lived with my mum and dad, my older brother, our 2 cats and various grandmothers as the need arose.
My biggest move (home –wise) to date was when I got married and moved to Brisbane in 1991.  However, this was not before an extended “honeymoon” where we both quit our current jobs and bushwhacked around Australia for 5 months.  Of course, this was in an inefficient petrol Landcruiser (which we slept in the back of) driving hundreds of kilometres just as the Gulf War broke out and petrol prices skyrocketed to $1/L in most outback centres (which was a lot 18yrs ago)!   Needless to say, this blew the budget and so fruit-picking jobs ensued along the way to help get us around.   But I have to say, Australia is one of the most beautiful places I have ever seen and we were thankful to have explored it and its people before we went backpacking overseas years later.  
People/pets and possessions dearest to me now: are my husband, our two greyhounds, our two lovely chickens, as well as the beautiful piece of bush that we “caretake” here at Kobble Creek.

My business or profession is: I think “eternal student” would just about cover it.  I began by completing an honours degree in classical Archaeology (Greek, Egyptian, Palestinian etc) at Sydney University whereupon our final season’s dig in Jordan was promptly cancelled due to the not unexpected risk of being hit by a stray bullet as the Middle East conflicts began to flair up.  At which point I got a better offer from my now husband to get married, jaunt around Australia and then come live with him in Brisbane.  Of course, there aren’t too many ancient classical sites or pyramids to be found here, so I did a short stint at the Brisbane museum in the aboriginal archives department instead.  In the mean-time my husband’s repair business was taking off and my intake of piano students was steadily growing (I had been studying piano externally since I was eight).  So, I decided it was time to leave archaeology where it belonged - in the past - and get on with the business of making ends meet.  I did the office work for the business and taught piano after hours.   Whilst doing this I also did a travel consultant’s course, started a social work degree and worked odd hours selling sewing machines at Myers.
My current work or main occupation is -  still the office work and the music teaching.   And, although I love the contact with students and watching them grow as musicians and people, I had the recent urge to move out of my comfort zone (20 years of teaching is toooo comfortable) and so am halfway through a degree in Traditional Chinese medicine (acupuncture, herbs etc) in the hope that I may be able to guide/help people in a new way.
My other interests and/or skills and/or indulgences include: learning the cello, stargazing, gardening, volunteering with animal protection associations and working with people with disabilities.
Month & year joined Zonta: May 2008.

I joined Zonta because: I kept reading the articles in the Village Pump about what Zonta was doing.  And because Vicki was so enthusiastic when I rang up to enquire.

I remain in Zonta because:  of the great work they do.  And because, maybe by mixing with some of the most knowledgeable and committed women I have ever met some of the magic might rub off and I can learn to contribute in a meaningful way as well.
