Business arising from Board
(i)  District Ballot Gympie Reallocation from Area 1 to Area 2. 
At District Conference it was announced that the Zonta Club of Gympie has voted to move from Area 1 to Area 2.  This requires the unanimous agreement of all clubs in both areas.  The District Governor, Judith, has written to us and all Clubs in areas 1 and 2 seeking our agreement to the relocation of Gympie.  

Area 2 which is currently Bundaberg, Gladstone, Hervey Bay, Longreach , Maryborough and Rockhampton..  The District Board supports the relocation, and has moved that Gympie be re-assigned to Area 2.
Motion put to the meeting by Leneen Forde that the Zonta Club of Brisbane agree to the District proposal that the Zonta Club of Gympie be re-assigned from Area 1 to Area 2.

(ii) Board Position

Adrienne put the discussion into context, reminding members that forms had been circulated to members to propose service projects for the 2014 Zonta year.  A special meeting of the service committee, to which all Club members will be welcome, will be held early next year to draft the 2014 Service Plan.
