Cambodian Literacy Program 

The Cambodian World Family Literacy project serves as the backbone of CWF’s rural development activities and has earned us great respect and a very positive reputation among the people of Cambodia.  

CWF is one of the largest providers of literacy services of all the local NGO’s in Cambodia. 

Our Literacy project is intended as a ‘tool of freedom’ from which women can increase their choices in life.  Literate women are able to raise many social-health indicators such as life expectancy, income, literacy of children and reductions in infant, child and maternal mortality rates.  The basic literacy course is six months in length and then followed by another six months of post-literacy activities such as agriculture and aquaculture training.  The UNICEF-approved curriculum is based upon more than 70 lessons.  

CWF, through its literacy program, addresses issues of importance to a rural community such as sanitation, safe water, home and yard cleanliness, HIV-AIDS awareness and prevention, good citizenship, human rights, conflict resolution, use of primary care facilities, and other issues that can improve quality of life. CWF also trains and monitors the teachers. Teachers are selected on the basis of their educational level, high grade on the CWF Teaching Test and recommendations from village leaders.  

As part of the literacy program, this year we are introducing health education in Kampot.  Initially, the topics will include upper respiratory diseases and diarrhoea prevention. CWF has literacy programs in both Prey Veng and Kampot Provinces to more than 700 women.
