Griffith Logan Campus Bursaries: Adrienne Irvine informed the Club of the outcome of the Club’s first bursaries for disadvantaged women at the Logan campus. We received many applications.  The selection panel was impressed and touched by the commitment of the women in sometimes difficult circumstances, and felt the bursaries would make a difference. 

Jane M Klausman Women in Business Scholarship:  Caroline Heim, Vice President, introduced Cayley Lancaster, the Club’s 2013 Jane M Klausman scholarship recipient.  Judith Anderson, District Governor and Club member, presented Cayley with a certificate, yellow roses and a cheque for $1,000. 

Guest Speaker: Adrienne Irvine introduced the guest speaker, Dayle Marino from DV Connect.
Dayle spoke about the wide ranging services provided by DV Connect, including crisis intervention, court support, outreach and counselling including hot lines for women, men and sexual assault. Dayle provided a thoughtful insight into domestic violence issues and gave many challenging statistics.  Although demand has risen, no new women’s refuges have been built in Brisbane for years, more than 80% of women in prison have been subjected to domestic violence, and a high proportion of police time is taken up attending domestic violence homes. 
The President thanked Dayle and presented her with yellow roses. 
Treasurer’s Report:  The Treasurer, Christine Maclean presented the financial reports for June 2013 and July 2013 that were deferred for consideration at this meeting.
