Honored at Zonta’s Gala 15th Anniversary Celebration as the founding mother and “original moving spirit” of the Confederation of Zonta Clubs, Marian de Forest created the first women’s service classification system prompting the creation of Zonta.

Elected president of the Confederation in 1924, she was among the first members to stress the importance of Zonta’s international growth. At her death in 1935, after 15 years of membership, Marian had helped the Confederation grow from nine to 124 clubs in North America and Europe.

COMMISSION ON THE STATUS OF WOMEN

In a statement released recently Australia has reaffirmed to the Commission on the Status of Women of its strong commitment to the Beijing Declaration and Platform for action. 

The reports that the regional groupings submitted to CSW 49 make it clear that despite the many differences between individual countries and regions, there are threads of common interest that we can address. International cooperation to achieve tangible results for women in these areas of common interest is crucial.

Some of these common threads under the 12 areas for action are: the feminisation of poverty; under-representation of women and girls in non-traditional fields of study; HIV/AIDS; cultural and social issues that hamper States' efforts to combat violence against women; the trafficking of women and children; implementation of UN Security Council Resolution 1325; valuing women's unpaid work; the gender wage gap; linking the Beijing process with other international processes for the advancement of women; accessing reliable and relevant sex-disaggregated data; and continuing stereotyped portrayal of women in the media.

(Extracts from Australia’s Country Statement to CSW) 

FEMALE GENITAL MUTILATION

Are you aware that approx 6,000 females each day are victims of Female Genital Mutilation? The Fourth UN World Conference on Women, held in Beijing in 1995, represented a historic attempt to overcome the traditional neglect and indifference surrounding women’s human rights. The Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action underscored the obligations of governments to combat violence against women - including FGM - as a priority.  In April 1997, three UN agencies - the World Health Organization, United Nations Children's Fund and United Nations Population Fund, unveiled a Joint Plan to bring about a major decline in FGM within ten years and to completely eradicate the practice within three generations.

At an international level, the Plan of Action recommends the inclusion and integration of FGM in the work of various UN specialized agencies and other UN bodies, including the Commission on the Status of Women and relevant treaty bodies such as the Committee on the Rights of the Child. It also urges NGOs to integrate and reinforce their activities.

Zonta Action

An article in the April 2005 Edition of The Zontian p4-5 provides further information on this subject and of course one of International Service Projects over four years 1998-2002 was to make citizens in Burkina Faso aware of the harmful and serious affects of FGM so that this practice will ultimately be abandoned in this country.  The project was managed through UNICEF which has developed a comprehensive strategy to eliminate FGM in East and Southern Africa employing the same community based mobilization strategy that was proved successful in Burkina Faso. Countries to be included are Ethiopia, Eritrea, Kenya, Somalis, Tanzania, Uganda and Zambia.

In a statement issued by UNICEF in March 2003 UNICEF stated “With Zonta’s support, Burkina Faso’s fight against FGC has become a model for other countries within the region to successfully work to eliminate FGC. On behalf of the US Fund for UNICEF and the women and children of the world we thank Zonta International for its generous contribution”.
