Support could be in several ways including assisting girls to complete their formal schooling which is so vital in this era. Ros would be interested in being our quest speaker at our IWD breakfast in March – watch this space for further news on this.

When we are ready to plan next year there is a possibility that we could have a planning day and include a workshop on the direction and purpose of each committee and Zonta International. This could be funded by the club, take a day or a few hours and really set some goals – feedback would be appreciated on this concept. This is on the agenda for Tuesday night.

Our Zonta bursary is available again for a female student pursing studies in 2009. Please give some thought to this as there are many young women out in our community who are achieving wonderful things and who would appreciate the support this bursary gives.
