TRAFFICKING FORUM:

Zonta International Districts 24 and 23 are taking the lead role as hosts for the Trafficking forums to be held in various states of Australia. These forums are being hosted in conjunction with other s members of the Australian Women’s Coalition, the Office for the Status of Women in Canberra and the Departments for Women in the various states

Brisbane Club has engaged the services of Kathleen Maltzhan who will present a well informed analysis of the extent and nature of trafficking and its impact on women here and in their own countries.

Kathleen is a spokesperson for Project Respect, an Australian non-government organisation which challenges exploitation of and violence against women in the sex industry. It was established in late 1998 and is Australia’s leading anti-trafficking specialist NGO, having spearheaded the 2003 campaign against sexual slavery

Please support this initiative to learn about this current social problem in Australia and to determine what we can do about making a difference for the status of these trafficked women.

EDUCATIONAL ENCOURAGEMENT AWARDS:  

The Service Committee reports that, in the four years that our Club have been offering the Educational Encouragement Awards, we have awarded 33 prizes to the total value of $4250 to benefit young women going into Year 11 and Year 12 in disadvantaged schools. 

Judith A. Anderson expects the 2004 awards to boost the tally by at least another 10 awards (there were two schools who normally nominate candidates who did not do so last year).
CHOCOLATE TAKES THE CAKE:  

Scientists are confirming what our bodies have always told us: chocolate’s good for you!!

That’s the message from international researchers speaking at the National Academy of Sciences in the United State earlier this year.

Chocolate, like red wine and green tea, contains antioxidants, which among other things can help improve circulation and lower blood pressure, say researchers

This isn’t news to Royal Melbourne Institute of Technology researchers.  Five years ago they claimed the fat in chocolate and red meat may help protect us from blood clots.

According to them, steric acid, a saturated fat found in meat and chocolate, does not raise cholesterol or promote thrombosis.

Volunteers who ingested 100 grams of chocolate a day had clearer arteries after only three weeks.

OTHER NEWS:  

Mary Magee will be attending the Charters Towers Charter dinner on May 1st.   This is the first club formed in Queensland in 4 years – the last one being Mt Isa Breakfast Club in 2000.

On May 2nd Mary will be a speaker at the Area 7 meeting in Bowen where they are celebrating 10 years of the formation of Bowen and Burdekin Clubs (formerly Ayr/Home Hill).

Zonta started the 1990 biennium with 32 clubs in the “new “ District 24 – (with the split of District 16).  By the end of the 1992-4 biennium there were 57 clubs chartered and 3 others formed, and in the 1992-4 biennium we added 625 new members to District 24. 

Needless to say, Mary will not be at our May Changeover meeting as she will be visiting other clubs on the way home.
