ABUSE LINK IN FEMALE CRIMINALS:

It has been reported that nine out of ten women in Australian prisons are victims of abuse, with most victimised as children.

An Australian Institute of Criminology report released recently found a high correlation between  prisoners who suffered abuse and the use of illegal drugs to mask mental health problems, which in turn led to criminality.

Of 470 prisoners surveyed, 87 per cent said they had suffered sexual, physical or emotional abuse.  Two-thirds were abused as children.

Prisoners and child abuse support groups said that the report confirmed a long-standin consensus that many female prisoners were abuse victims who had been left untreated.

Child Abuse Trust chairman and pediatrician, David Wood said the effects of child abuse cost the economy $5 biillion a year.

TOO MUCH MONEY FOR TSUNAMI?

A report in The Australian om February 15th revealed that Australian charities moved to reassure millions of people who donated to tsunami appeals that their money will go to relief and reconstruction efforts in the affected region.

The guarantee came after the British Red Cross revealed it would struggle to spend all the money it raised for tsunami victims.  Red Cross International told London’s The Times that the charity could have difficulty responsibly spending the millions raised and was considering whether it could divert money to other causes.  At least two other British charitites have admitted they will have trouble allocating all the money received.

In recent weeks, Care Australia and World Vision Australia have suspended their tsunami appeals, declaring they have raised enough.  Oxfam Community Aid Abroad is stilll accepting money but is not promoting its fund.

DISTRICT AND INTERNATIONAL SERVICE:

Quite a few of our current members have been responsible for giving their time and effort to Zonta services outside our Club, and we felt that, for newer members who are unaware, and for the older members who may have forgotton, now might be a good time to recognise them.
