ADVOCACY REPORT
July 2023

· The Advocacy Committee members met via Zoom on Thursday, 6 July 2023. Apologies were received from Olga Catalano
· The progress of the Orange Zonta Garden is now complete.  Carole Tomvald and Cecil installed orange painted pavers to complete the ZONTA “Z” in the garden at the Burpengary Police Station.  Leftover paint has been given to the Burpengary Men’s Shed for completion and maintenance of orange figures and stands.

· Burpengary Men’s Shed are preparing additional orange figures (children and pets) and the repair of faulty stands. Estimated number of orange figures is 50-52. The Advocacy Committee is working on finalising inclusion of information on the figures, currently proposed as per 2022.  Pam Berkett has compiled a list of sites for display of the orange figures, with further sites such as PCYC to be considered.  The inclusion of “pockets” on the figures to display Zonta Safety cards and Qld Government pamphlets is to be raised with Rodney Hansen of the Burpengary Men’s Shed.  Pam and Cecil are to advise the Committee on further Planning required for the 16 Days of Activism Campaign 2023. 

· Lynda Galway has completed substantial work on the A5 Signs for Toilets in local Shopping Centres, including a version for male toilets (see attached).  The Committee are to compile a list of potential venues for the signs.

· Lynda updated the Advocacy Committee on the progress of the Zonta Club Webpage and proposed IT platforms, suggesting the inclusion of Linkin and Instagram to broaden Zonta’s reach within the wider Caboolture Community.  To assist this process, it was decided to follow up a club calendar for the remainder of 2023 to incorporate and update important events within these IT platforms.
