TRAVELLER’S TALES


Jenny has been sending emails to Skye who has been forwarding them and I thought you would all be interested


1	So many of our members are travelling, going soon or planning to travel so I thought we could pop this page in when something is happening.


Jenny & Col Loughnan are currently travelling in South America - ring a bell? Earthquake?? She has been sending emails so I thought I would add them here.


Last morning in Lima, set off at noon for public bus to Nasca, could be interesting.The group is mainly older than us, professional people from Melbourne, some going all the way and some dropping off at various points along the way. Food is cheap and so far very nice, Col got a little tired of rice in the jungle, it was fairly basic up there, but still quite acceptable. Went to dinner and a floor show with lots of different peruvian dancers, very energetic and colourful.�Very interesting history in museums and the Franciscan monestary. Buildings spectacular from the 17th century to now, lots of minor ground tremors so 3rd floors of older buildings not used. Lot of facade restoration going on with help from UNESCO. Starting to understand a few Spanish words, gestures get a long way or looking helpless and totally confused also works quite well. Amazing how they can suddenly speak English when you start to walk away from a shop.�Travelling well





2	Don't know if you heard but there was a hell of an earthquake over here, we were about 40k from the �epicentre of 7.6.  There was a tsunami in a town we had passed through an hour before and the bridge that�collapsed was only 20k back, b........ scary I can tell you!!�We were in Nasca yesterday, no power so couldn't send a message - very long bus trip last night, the bus was 3 hours late because of the road conditions, lots of land slides etc, will fill you in more when I get a decent keyboard.  Group are all fairly tired and getting a bit scratchy. Another long bus trip tomorrow and the next day, bit much really but hey, we are here so make the most of it.


3.	We are in Cusco at the moment, have a tour to the sacred valley tomorrow and start the trek the next day, we had a run down on it today, with the altitude and steps it could be a real challenge. both having a bit of trouble adjusting to altitude but so are most of the group. earth quake has had a huge impact on the people here, there was another yesterday but only 5.5  there have been over 600 after shocks. saw some incredible Inca stone work today and more on the agenda tomorrow. Driven on some real fish hook roads, like one every 500 metres with huge drops and no traffic rules, and no guard rail.�We have been to 4910 metres very uncomfortable, luckily the treks highest is only 4200 exclamation marks we are having trouble breathing at 3800 with headaches or brain pressure. Had another adventure this morning, after getting up at 4 the plane was too heavy so they bribed people to get off until it was light enough, apparently the altitude is hard for planes as well, we ended up leaving 1 hour late, and then had to circle Cusco for another hour�until the clouds cleared for the pilot to see the gap between the mountains to line up the runway. It is all beer and skittles on this trip. The mountains are quite spectacular when you are close to them with rock, ice, snow and terracing dating back to the Incas, 1000 years ago. The people are so friendly, a little pushy here, more in tune to�tourists than some of the other towns we have visited. On the whole they are small in stature with big high cheek bones so the kids look to have toffee apples under their eyes. nearly everyone seems to have a smile.
