United Nations Committee
On 9 August 2008, Rwandan President Paul Kagame visited a display of handicrafts woven 
by women survivors of the 1994 Genocide, following completion of their training by Gahaya Gifted Hands Innovation Centre in partnership with UNIFEM. President Kagame was launching a multipurpose community hall for the genocide survivors of the Kinyinya neighbourhood, a residential area housing mainly widows and orphans of the 1994 Genocide. The hall was built with funding from the UK Conservative Party, in collaboration with the Rwanda Survivors’ Fund. It provides a space for residents to conduct their social and enterprising activities
One hundred women had completed Gahaya’s three-week training on basket weaving, focusing on designs that are in demand on the international market. Extracurricular activities throughout the training included presentations on family planning, healthy nutrition, good hygiene practices, money-saving strategies, and sensitization on HIV and AIDS.
Gahaya Gifted Hands Centre is committed to outsourcing raw materials and supplying them to the Kinyinya women at cost after the training, providing additional training on new designs for the group’s master weavers at no cost, and partnering with UNIFEM to promote the women’s products on the international market

UNIFEM has supported the promotion of Rwandan women’s handicrafts since former Executive Director Noeleen Heyzer visited in 2002 and marveled at the striking beauty of the traditional baskets woven by women. She enlisted the support of American business women in an effort to build a market for these “peace baskets” in the United States. As a result of these initial linkages, women weavers in Rwanda now partner with Macy’s department store in the Path to Peace project. More than 2,500 weavers are now employed through this project, and the positive impact on families and communities is far-reaching. UNIFEM has since partnered with other organizations to promote skills development for women entrepreneurs, increased production capacity, quality control, marketing and product diversification
