Knitters News

Anne has been inundated for requests for these baby jumpers within Australia (so far, Cherbourg, Cairns, Canberra and Western Australia).  She will give a report at the next meeting.

Alternatively, jumpers could be left at the Library desk at UQ Ipswich and Anne will distribute them
Below is the pattern Leonie mentioned in her President’s letter

Beanie Pattern:
Cast on 64 sts, work 14 rows in (K1 P1) rib.
Knit 24 rows stocking stitch.
To shape crown:
Row 1 - *K6, K2 tog: repeat from * to end of row (56 sts.)
Row 2 - purl
Row 3 - *K5, K2 tog,repeat from * to end of row (48 sts.)
Row 4 - purl
Row 5 - *K4, K2 tog,repeat from * to end of row (40 sts.)

Row 6 – purl
Continue decreasing in this manner until (K1 K2 tog) has been completed & 16 stitches remain.
Purl 1 row.
Break yarn & thread through remaining 16 stitches.
Make up - Sew the back seam ensuring that the fold back of the brim is on the correct side.
